I am sending you this letter to express my opposition to WestConnex on the following grounds:

· Proper process has not been followed. Both the NSW Auditor General and Infrastructure Australia have expressed concern over the lack of proper process.

· The benefits are overstated. WestConnex will not cure congestion. It will not save drivers much time. It will not get freight to and from the port or either of Sydney's two airports.

· WestConnex is too expensive. It will cost over $16.8B, and rising. Commuters will be paying thousands of dollars a year, but tolls will not cover the cost. Taxpayers will also have to pay the remaining cost, which will be probably be over $10B.

· The claimed cost of WestConnex is understated. It does not properly take into account the damage to communities and residents. It does not properly account for the damage to Sydney Park. It does not take into account increased congestion on other roads. Euston Road cannot carry 7,000 cars now. It will not carry 61,000 cars. It is full. The roads that it feeds are full.

· WestConnex is only going to channel more traffic to already overcrowded roads – roads that are only going to become more crowded as Green Square, Central 2 Eveleigh, Waterloo Estate and Ashmore Estate are completed.

There are better alternatives that should be pursued ahead of WestConnex, including supporting jobs closer to where people live, improved public transport, and congestion charging in the CBD and inner city. 

I would like you to advise me what your Party’s position on WestConnex currently is and what you are doing to protect your electorate from the damage this project will cause.
